AIMS AND OBJECTIVES OF THIS PLAN:
The aim of this Plan is to help the parishioners of Durley be able to support themselves when faced with an emergency situation within the village.  It should also provide important information to the emergency services regarding the ongoing situation and the requirements of the village.
Examples of incidents which may result in the need to invoke the plan are as follows:

Natural or man made disasters –

· Terrorism

· Riot or civil disorder

· Missing person(s)/abductions

· Chemical spillage

· Building collapse or major fire

· Foot and Mouth/Blue Tongue/Bird Flu or similar outbreak

· Major flooding

· Snow – enough to cut off village

Should it be considered that a critical emergency has taken place within the village, the Parish Clerk – Mrs Anne Collins or in her absence Councillors Andy Burton or Steve Delmege must be contacted as soon as possible, it will then be up to this person to get the Emergency Plan under way.
This will be provided in the following order:


1.
Contact emergency services and the other Councillors.

2.
Delegate someone to do an assessment of the incident, identify hazards involved, estimate casualties, estimate requirements.


3.
Have emergency control set up and manned.


4.
Contact people who have offered to help.

5.
Contact people in the village who have medical or first aid experience, if required.


6.
Arrange for vulnerable people to be contacted.

The main objectives are:

1. To conduct a risk assessment, identify hazards and possible mitigation

2. Identify vulnerable groups within the community

3. Identify key contacts

4. Identify a community emergency management team

5. Identify resources available to the community in the event of an emergency
